Program overview:
Discover the various career pathways of a selection of staff working at the Great Barrier Reef Marine
Park Authority (the Reef Authority) and at Reef HQ Aquarium.

The Reef Authority is the Australian Government’s lead agency responsible for the management of
the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park. Reef HQ Aquarium is the Reef Authority’s education centre for
the Great Barrier Reef.

Gain an understanding of the wide range of employment opportunities that exist within Reef HQ
Aguarium. If you thought it was all about feeding the fish, think again. We take a close look at retail,
sales, education, curatorial, water quality and trades, showing what is required to run a successful
tourism facility, and discussing the work experience and study pathways that may be required to
work in these fields.

Then through brief recorded interviews with other Reef Authority staff, discover how Reef managers,
scientists, legal officers, and other professionals in a range of fields, are all working together to
protect the Great Barrier Reef.
